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The project looked at the final degree classification of over 33,000 undergraduates, in particular the honours degree result they achieved and the library usage of each student.  In descending order, UK honours degrees are:
· First-class honours (1)
· Upper second class honours (2:1)
· Lower second class honours (2:2)
· Third-class honours (3)
