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This is a major publication of 40 years of work including paintings, sculpture, public art and writings by Rob Ward. The book discusses researches and reflects on the ideas, influences and practice of the artist setting out his interest in the changing relationships of form space and time as discovered in two and three dimensions. The book contextualises his practice and traces the material and philosophical changes through the various international projects, exhibitions and public works which constitute his oeuvre, from his early interest in American abstraction and minimal art to a return to interest in the everyday object as the centre of sculptural practice. Included is the development of major public, monumental works throughout the world which are discussed as extensions of the studio practice, reflective of the philosophy the artist pursues .This philosophy is concerned with how actual and metaphysical reflection influences the object and the viewer in space. Throughout the relationship of the drawn image to the realized object in space is discussed in essays by Claire Lilley (Director of Programmes Yorkshire Sculpture Park).
