The
specific question for this aspect of the research,
was to find ways to display, promote and
visualise, material gathering for my films.

My literature and contextual review included
exhibition and display, artists including

Dryden Goodwin, UVA, projection and video
projects, drawing and print material,

the display of contemporary graphic

design material, in the context of a gallery,

for example, Kemistry Gallery in London.

Design agencies, making of movies and documenting
production. Agencies include From Form,

Craig Oldham, Troika, Visual Editions.

A series of motion pieces were made specifically
for my exhibition. This work is an

The work uses dough, flour and baking
ingredients, to visualise drawings, stories,
memories and ideas from the material I
