Getting more active learning into our teaching.
By the end of the session we should have covered a range of more interactive teaching techniques that we use in our sessions from library bingo to crosswords – all aimed at getting people in our classes more active rather than inflecting “death by PowerPoint” on them. Typically a session won’t contain so many different techniques, but may have two or three of these ideas to keep us and the students interested.
